Categories: You will compete within the category you have declared at the beginning of the Match.   

 

Rifles: 

1. Vintage Military Rifle: Wood and Steel Manually Operated such as:  



 

Mosin Nagant, Mausers, 1903 Springfield, US 1917, Enfield’s, Lebel, Krag’s, Trapdoors, 

Swiss, Swedes etc Iron Sights Rack Grade in production before 1956  
  

2. Vintage Semi Auto: FN 49, SVT, FNFAL Johnston M1941 etc made before 1956  
  

3. M1 Garand: as issued  
  

4. M1 Carbine: as issued  
  

5. Unlimited Modern Military Rifle - AR15, M1A, M4. CMP Service Rifle 
  

6. Modern Military Rifle - M14/M16 Civilian Equivalent with iron sights. No match 
modifications.  

  

7. ComBloc Semi Autos: AK47 clones, SKS  
  

8. Match Rifle: Any Rifle, Any Sights  
  

9. Sporting Rifle: Bring out your hunting Rifle Any Sights 
  

10. Rimfire: Any 22LR. 10/22 etc Any Sights 
 

11. Plasma Rifle 40 mega-watt range. Not allowed. 

 

Pistols: 

1. CMP As Issued Pistol:  Any Pistol, Rack Grade, Iron Sights, 32-45 Caliber, must hold 5 
rounds. 

 

2. Out of Competition Pistol: any Pistol, any sights, must hold 5 rounds.

The Match Director can help you determine your rifle category. 

 

1. Ammunition. no tracers, incendiary. Any safe ammunition. Please! Cast bullets are allowed.   

2. Responsibilities: Participants will score and change targets.  Setup and restow is appreciated as 

well 

3. Relays: You will be randomly assigned to either Relay 1 or Relay 2. 

4. Relays will remain on the line and complete the Course of Fire. 

5. Sharing Equipment: Please inform Match Director of sharing for relay assignments to allow 

sharing of equipment. 

6. PPE: All participants must wear eye and ear protection.   

7. Safety Flags will be used.  

8. Gear, shooting coats, shooting mats, gloves, spotting scopes are allowed.  

9. A staple and staples are recommended. Bring a pencil or pen please.  

10. Refires will not be authorized. This is No Alibi match. 

11. Re-entries are not allowed. One gun, one firing point per person please. 

12. Modified COF: We wish for everyone to participate in the event. Let us know what you need to do
